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This weekend we celebrate Mother’s Day.  
May we all give thanks to God for the gift 

of our mothers.  May we pray for our mothers, living 
and deceased.   

In the reading from Acts of the Apostles, St. Luke por-
trays St. Paul as a wonderful orator.  In his first exten-
sive homily, one can only imagine how the audience 
was enthralled.  Paul possessed the ability to under-
stand his audience and direct his message to their ex-
perience and perspective.  He summarized salvation 
history so clearly and powerfully that people asked for 
more.  That was a sure sign of his success as an evange-
lizer.   

A second sign of success was that the traditional reli-
gious leaders in the city were threatened by what he 
said.  They wanted to preserve tradition, they were 
proud of what their ancestors taught and their role.  
Their difficulty was that revelation had become a 
closed book; they couldn’t believe that God would do 
something new in their midst.  Thus, they saw Paul as 
a blasphemer; not a prophet.   

It was Paul’s encounter with the risen Lord that had 
broken down the walls and safeguards of tradition that 
he had clung to.  His comprehension of Christ was the 
most stunning and the central event of his life.  The 
same thing happens to anyone who has an encounter 
with Christ – suddenly, a faith that had been tradition-
al, intellectual, and/or pragmatic bursts into life as an 
experience of love.  The creed one accepted takes on a 
life of its own and changes the dynamic of the person’s 
life.  This experience is nothing short of an experience 
of falling in love – and it causes the same ongoing reor-
ientation of life that comes from being in love. 

The Good Shepherd invites us to know him by walking 
his path.   Take time this week to ask God to help you 
notice His invitation to you.   

Congratulations to our school student choir that is

              FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER      

Background on the Gospel Reading 

 

The fourth Sunday of Easter is also called Good Shep-

herd Sunday. In each of the three lectionary cycles, the 

Gospel is taken from the tenth chapter of the Gospel of 

John. This chapter of John's Gospel follows Jesus' heal-

ing of the man born blind and the rejection of this mira-

cle by Jewish leaders who question Jesus' authority to 

heal. Jesus responds to this challenge to his authority by 

calling himself the Good Shepherd. He is criticizing the 

Pharisees and other Jewish leaders. Already, the Phari-

sees and other Jewish leaders are so angered that they 

attempt to stone and arrest Jesus (see John 

10:31 and 10:39). This controversy with the religious 

leaders continues until Jesus' death. 

Set in a moment of tension and conflict in John's Gos-

pel, today's Gospel reading is Jesus' answer to the ques-

tion, ñAre you the Messiah?ò Jesus responds by saying, 

in essence, ñIf you have to ask, then you are not one of 

my sheep.ò Then Jesus asserts his unity with the Father. 

At the conclusion of these words, John reports that the 

Jews intend to stone Jesus for blasphemy, but he escapes 

arrest. 

We may be less familiar with the metaphors of sheep 

and shepherd than those to whom Jesus spoke. The im-

age of Jesus as Good Shepherd and the community of 

followers as his sheep has endured over the centuries as 

a primary image in our faith tradition. Its power to de-

scribe the relationship between Jesus and his followers 

transcends direct experience with sheep. The image 

speaks to us about the protection, security, and care that 

shepherds represent for their sheep. 

Today's Gospel speaks powerfully about the familiarity 

and intimacy between Jesus and his disciples, expressed 

as recognizing and knowing another's voice. Today's 

Gospel also speaks to the relationship between Jesus and 

the Father. In the Gospel of John, Jesus identifies so 

closely with the Father that he tells us that they are 

oneðnot just close, but actually one. To know Jesus is 

to know the Father. Jesus doesn't just bring us closer to 

the Father, Jesus puts us directly into contact with God 

the Father, removing all distance between us. Our rela-

tionship with Jesus is an invitation to share in the life of 

God.
