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In today’s Gospel, St. Mark tells us that 
the 10 disciples were “indignant” when 
they heard James and John’s request for 
the most honorable places in Jesus’ glory.  The incensed 
disciples were unpredictably close to what Jesus wanted 
to teach them. More precisely, the question of the mo-
ment, “Just who do they think Jesus was?”  No matter 
how much Jesus talked with them about the first being 
last and his upcoming sufferings, the disciples could not 
or would not move beyond their own glorious expecta-
tions for a messiah and his victory.   

Here is a modern example of the suffering servant.  Last 
week, the church celebrated the canonization of St. Os-
car Romero, archbishop of San Salvador who was mar-
tyred in 1980 while he was celebrating Mass.  Early in 
his time as archbishop, he went to the town of Agui-
lares where Jesuit Fr. Rutilio Grande had been mar-
tyred.  Romero during his sermon called the people to 
assume the cost of discipleship.  He assured them that 
they had the grace and thus the ability to be Isaiah’s 
contemporary servants of the Lord. 

The Letter to the Hebrews focuses on Jesus as the Son 
of God who knows exactly what it feels like to be hu-
man, to be tempted, to be afraid.  In fact, says the au-
thor, Jesus feels with us so profoundly that his response 
is a continual offer to provide us with the grace needed 
to faithfully follow God’s commands: to love, especially 
the innocent unborn, the poor and abandoned, and the 
vulnerable elderly and the victims of human trafficking.
